Mark 2:9-11 
 Which is easier: to say to this paralysed man, “Your sins are 
forgiven,” or to say, “Get up, take your mat and walk”? But I 
want you to know that the Son of Man has authority on 
earth to forgive sins.’ So he said to the man, ‘I tell you, get 
up, take your mat and go home.

Some 
people came and asked Jesus, ‘How is it that John’s 
disciples and the disciples of the Pharisees are fasting, but 
yours are not?’

5. have little room for grace

 The Pharisees said to him, ‘Look, why are they doing what 
is unlawful on the Sabbath?’

Mark 3:1-2 
Another time Jesus went into the synagogue, and a man 
with a shrivelled hand was there.

8. Forget they need a Saviour    



Mark 2:21-22 
No one sews a patch of unshrunk cloth on an 
old garment. Otherwise, the new piece will pull 
away from the old, making the tear worse. And 
no one pours new wine into old wineskins. 
Otherwise, the wine will burst the skins, and 
both the wine and the wineskins will be ruined. 
No, they pour new wine into new wineskins.’
